Star 1, Shark alumni Mark Henderson, with his team mates Jeff Rouse, Jeremy Linn, and Gary Hall, Jr., set a world record of (03:34.8) in the 

Men’s 4x100 Medley Relay and wins a Gold Medal at the 1996 Olympic Games in Atlanta, GA. His butterfly split time is still one of the best in 

swimming history. Additionally, Mark represented the USA from 1989 to 1997, on the US National Swim Team, winning gold medals at the 

1993 and 1995 Pan American Games and at the 1994 World Championships.

STEP 1 Starting with the right foot, Take three steps to 

the right and clap; STEP 2 Starting with the left foot, Take three steps to the left and clap; STEP 3 Starting with the right foot, Take three steps 

backwards and clap; STEP 4 Shake your upper body down, Shake your upper body up; STEP 5 Quarter turn to the right; Repeat steps 1 – 5 until
